Shequaga

Retreat Center

Shequaga (shee-quah’-gah) means tumbling waters in Seneca.  The Retreat Center is located on fifty acres of rolling hills near Dansville, NY, with a beautiful view of the valley. It includes:

• two creeks with waterfalls

• a pond with two docks

• woods and meadows

• a bunkhouse 

• tent platforms

      The turtle-shaped building houses: 

• an indoor labyrinth

• 40 foot octagonal meeting space 

• well-equipped kitchen 

• bathroom with showers

• craft room and healing room 

This beautiful and sacred land is owned and maintained by CIRCLE, Inc., and is available to rent to both individuals and groups for retreats, camps, day programs and workshops.

There is a sweatlodge near the pond and a Sun Bear style medicine wheel in a small meadow above the Turtle Building.  Mowed trails throughout the property wind through wooded hills and ravines, along small and large creeks with numerous pools and waterfalls.

The 40 ft diameter main meeting room in the Turtle has a clear dome in the center allowing plenty of natural light.  Seating is provided by benches around the outside of the room, folding chairs, floor cushions and back chairs. Although the facility is seasonal, a wood-burning stove gives some heat in cooler weather.

Round tables for eating can be positioned inside or on the patio overlooking the pond.  The well-equipped kitchen has two gas stoves, three sinks, two refrigerators, and counter space. The bathroom has two toilets, two sinks, two showers, with additional out houses by the bunkhouse and the camping area. A healing room provides additional indoor sleeping, with a bunk bed and futon, or meeting space. A craft room with tables and a sink can also be used for additional meeting or sleeping space with cots.  
The front of the Turtle has been landscaped with medicinal and kitchen herbs and a variety of indigenous healing herbs can be found throughout the land.  

Indoor accommodations are primarily in the Longhouse bunkhouse where there is room for 16 to sleep in 8 bunk beds. Participants need to bring their own bedding. There is some additional indoor sleeping space in the Turtle Building as mentioned above. Tent camping is also available with four tent platforms and a tent meadow. Campers, such as pop-ups, that are self-contained are permitted. There are also motels and a variety of restaurants 10 minutes away in Dansville.
The spring-fed pond has two docks for viewing the fish and frogs that lend their voices to the sounds of nature all around.  Herons fly in and eagles and hawks patrol the sky.  Animal life is abundant at Shequaga where our intent for harmonious relationship with nature is easily felt.  Sitting in the quiet of nature brings one into harmony with all of life.
